GARDENING
CYPRUS
STYLE

Five years ago, we moved to Cyprus in the first week of January. We
were seduced by the gnarly rock formations jutting through the soft
green blanket of grasses and wild herbs blanketing the fields and
hillsides. Brief storms, lasting only a few hours or, at most, a couple of
days were interspersed by glorious sunny spells and comfortable
temperatures. After so many years of life under Britain's seemingly
interminable low, grey skies, we felt that the roof of the world had
finally been lifted to reveal the REAL natural world.

The winter months are the perfect time to begin home gardening in
Cyprus. Time invested now in planning, preparing and planting (the
three P's !), will pay off in the heavy heat of July and August, when
you and your garden may both feel like wilting. Look at other people's
gardens while you are out driving or walking through different regions
or neighbourhoods to get an idea of what continues to look good at this
time of year.

In January, roses, which do particularly well in our climate, and
hibiscus will still sport a few late season blossoms. Yellow-flowering
winter jasmine (Gelsemium sempervirens) is blooming its heart out.
Stalwart petunias are still soldiering on. This is the time of year to feel
smug if you planted a "back bone" of evergreen shrubs and trees,
because your garden
will still have a lush,
full atmosphere, and a
buffer against stormy
winds.

Garden work includes
weed control, (yes, it
is an endless task
everywhere...) pruning
fruit trees, grapevines
and roses late in the
month and cutting
back shrubs. Set down
pathway stepping-
stones for access through muddy areas to keep tidy and avoid soil
compaction. Clean up fallen leaves and garden debris, which could
harbour garden pests and their larvae. Take a drive up into the Troodos
Mountains to revel in a real, work-free winter garden - SNOW!

February is a transition month, wet and cold at the outset, with some
late frost in susceptible regions, and sunnier days as the season
advances. Flowers of autumn-planted bulbs will cheer up you and your
garden: cyclamen, freesias, daffodils and tulips. Pansies, nasturtiums
and carnations will bloom, too. Forget the gym. Develop upper body
strength spading over the garden soil, adding slow-release fertilizer
and humus-rich compost, then plant out early bedding plants from your
local nursery. Prune bougainvillea back to only a few shortened stems
for bushes, or leave the stems long for vines, which you must tie onto
supports. Early flowering almond trees are the real harbingers of
spring, signalling you to go out rambling to appreciate the thousands
of tiny wild flowers hidden in the hills.

Spring has sprung when March arrives with a fanfare of flowers. This
Is the time to be gardening in earnest, sowing seeds of annuals (plants
growing and flowering for one year), like sunflowers, sweet peas and
cosmos, and biennials (plants flowering the second year of growth),

like stock and
hollyhock, and
planting out
perennials (plants
which grow and
flower for many
years). More bulbs
are in bloom:
crocus, more
daffodils and
narcissus. Glorious
drifts of fruit tree
flowers will lift
your spirits,

then leave an
ephemeral carpet of
white and pink
petals. Plant up
hanging baskets and
planters, and then
take to the hills to
continue your wild
flower discoveries.

Two important general garden assignments to accomplish now are
installing a reliable drip irrigation system with a cartridge filter and
mulching all exposed soil surfaces to retain soil moisture and smother
weeds. Cyprus has a hot, dry Mediterranean climate (hard to believe
now, but wait until summer!), so seek expert advice or assistance with

the drip irrigation installation for
a relatively care free, thriving
garden year round. Retaining
precious irrigation water makes
sense, so make your own
compost pile, save broken
terracotta pots and bricks, gather
pebbles, peg down sheets of
shade cloth and disguise it with a
scattering of gravel or plant
creeping ground covers, but do
cover the soil
with
something.
This also keeps
dust levels
lower near the terrace and house.

Invaluable reference books for new or seasoned
Cyprus gardeners are “The Good Garden Guide™, by
Barbara Strain & Adam Georgos, “Mediterrancan
Gardening - A Water Wise Approach”, by Heidi
Gildemeister (also available in German), and “Sun-
Drenched Gardens”, by Lucinda Lewis & Jan
Smithen. These late winter/early spring moments are
the real glory days in the garden and the countryside
of Cyprus. Give yourself time to soak up their
beauty.
